A full student 

expense budget also includes allowances for books 

and course materials, supplies, transportation, and 

other personal expenses. 

“Net price” is what the student and/or family must 

cover after grant aid is subtracted. 

“General subsidies” make it possible for institutions 

to charge less than the actual costs of instruction.
